Definition of an early career researcher. 

An early career researcher:-

· Is currently enrolled in a post-graduate degree 

OR

· Has completed a post-graduate research degree no longer than 5 years prior to submitting a paper for the prize (i.e. October 2006)

OR

· Is a researcher based in a third sector organization or other practitioner organization that has not previously published in a scholarly journal
Guidelines for Submissions

A paper of 3000-5000 words including an abstract of 150 words

•
On either a theoretical or empirical topic related to third sector issues in Australia or New Zealand

•
Completion of the cover sheet (see below)
•
The application is to be submitted via email to: anztsr@uws.edu.au
•
Closing date for submissions is 1 October 2010.

If you are at all unsure about the appropriateness of your paper, please submit and abstract to the enquiries email address below and the judges will provide feedback within a week. The judges for the prize will be members of the Management Committee of ANZTSR or editors of Third Sector Review, however, they may request input from other academics if they do not have appropriate expertise. The Management Committee also reserves the right not to award the prize. The judges’ decision is final and no discussion will be entered into. 
The winner of the prize will be notified by 16 October 2010.
